6. Coal Seam Gas and Water  (BRIS)This 3-day course will address the formation, production, treatment and management of water associated with coal seam gas (CSG) operations. Attendees will benefit from the extensive experience of practitioners who will address the mission-critical issues of community engagement, knowledge sharing, recycled water applications, environmental concerns and best practice water treatment technologies.
