Over the past 6 months, qldwater have been researching, developing and introducing measures to improve the quality and reliability of water-related data throughout Queensland.  Part of this process has been the creation of “Data Quality Control Practices for Implementation in the Queensland Water Industry”. This document is the culmination of a process that involved several stages of consultation with Service Providers across the State. The resulting guide (and accompanying excel templates) are now available for free download from the SWIM website – www.swim.qldwater.com.au under Help, or by following this link. 

The intention of this work is to describe the best-appropriate practices for Quality Control, to increase the efficiency, timeliness and accuracy of reporting by Queensland’s SPs.  

This document (“Data Quality Control Practices for Implementation in the Queensland Water Industry”) describes a set of practices that has been identified by qldwater in consultation with SPs.  It aims to provide guidelines describing the use of those quality control practices, in a form that users may immediately adopt to improve local Quality Control Practices.  This information is being provided in the form of a document that is ready to be incorporated in to SP operational procedures to make it easy and fast to implement QC.

In addition to ‘Data Quality Control Practices for Implementation in the Queensland Water Industry’, service providers can now download confidential quality control reports for their own data. The report is available by logging into the SWIM website (click ‘Submit and access your SWIM data’) then following the link to view reports (click ‘View or download data & reports’). The ‘Quality Control Report’ will highlight data that have failed certain quality control checks, e.g. data that is above the 90th percentile for the state for similar sized service providers or schemes.

This report is available now for all SWIM users for 2009/2010 data. During the upcoming data submission period for 2010/2011 data, the report will be made available as data is being submitted.  This will allow SWIM users to find possible errors while they are submitting their data, and make changes where necessary before finalising their data. Combined with the quality control practices document, this report will provide a significant increase in the quality of Queensland Water data by making data checking efficient and manageable.”
